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	Slide 6
	A look at New Orleans’ levee system. Note the "funnel" (8) created by the Intracoastal Waterway and Mississippi River Gulf Outlet (MRGO), which channeled and focused the storm surge into the Industrial Canal and the heart of the city. Also, note the floodwalls lining the 17th Street, Orleans Avenue and London Avenue Canals...These canals did not have floodgates to block storm surge from coming into the lake, and their floodwalls failed due to insufficient design and construction.

	Slide 7
	Looks at different areas of levee failures. 1. Washout around a floodgate along the MRGO; 2. Lower 9th Ward along the Industrial Canal, an area with some of the worst damage; 3. 17th Street Canal-On the right side is Orleans Parish, where the levee broke. On the left is Jefferson Parish (Metairie). 4. Intracoastal Waterway just South of Camp Restore.

	Slide 8
	Before and After… Although Jefferson Parish did receive substantial rainwater flooding in areas, it avoided the levee failures that flooded 80% of New Orleans. Jefferson Parish drainage canals had floodgates; Orleans Parish canals did not (they do now).

	Slide 11
	Atonement Lutheran, Metairie, LA. An example of some of the rainwater flooding in Jefferson Parish. Much of this was caused by a decision to remove drainage pump operators from their stations. Camp Atonement operated here for well over a year.
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	151-year-old home of Jefferson Davis, President of the Confederacy, along the beach in Biloxi, MS.

	Extended families on the Gulf Coast often stick together and live near one another… when Katrina struck, these families had no unaffected relatives or friends who they could turn to.
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	Volunteers spending time listening and talking with Katrina survivors help serve a tremendous need.
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	At this point, you might be wondering… why do people live on the Gulf Coast?

	Slide 39
	The port system of Southern Louisiana is the largest in the Western Hemisphere, and Mississippi has a substantial shipping industry as well. Over 70% of the grain exported from the United States is shipped by barge down the Mississippi River. Most of the coffee imported into the United States comes through New Orleans. Thus, New Orleans is in a prime location as the port city connecting the Mississippi River system with the rest of the world.

	Seafood is also big.

	Slide 41
	The Gulf Coast provides a large portion of U.S. domestic oil production. The purple dots on this map represent oil wells drilled off the coast of Louisiana… additionally, much of the United States' oil imports from the Middle East are offloaded from tankers on the Louisiana Coast.
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	NASA's Michoud Assembly Facility is located in New Orleans East.

	Slide 43
	Chalmette Battlefield was the site of the Battle of New Orleans in 1815, during the War of 1812.
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	Temperatures in the 70's for eight months out of the year aren't too bad either.
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	Projects to repair and strengthen levees are currently underway with scheduled completion in 2011…
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	…dramatically reducing flood risk.

	Slide 57
	At Camp Restore in New Orleans and Camp Biloxi in Biloxi, MS, we feed, house and equip volunteers to go out and work on organized restoration projects, restoring Katrina-damaged homes as well as having the opportunity to engage in non-construction projects through a number of partner organizations. A voluntary donation of $30 per-volunteer-per-day is requested to help offset costs associated with the accommodations and work. This does not completely cover costs, but it's a starting point, and we invite volunteers to make further donations if they are able and feel called to do so.
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	Camp Restore is located at Prince of Peace Lutheran Church and School in New Orleans East.
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	These organizations helped put Camp Restore together; Orphan Grain Train and the Southern District Disaster Relief Team (now Recovery Assistance Inc. (RAI) Ministries are the two primary organizations still heavily involved.
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	RV lot in the back of Camp Restore. The Orphan Grain Train mobile kitchen where meals are prepared for volunteers is now located next to the camp lounge.
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	One of the classrooms converted to a bunkhouse.
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	Volunteers gather for an evening devotion in the dining hall.
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	Camp Restore has a number of accommodations to help volunteers relax at the end of a workday… Wireless Internet is available at both Camp Biloxi and Camp Restore.
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	Camp Biloxi is located at Good Shepherd Lutheran Church in Biloxi, MS.

	Slide 66
	Volunteers at Biloxi stay in air-conditioned mobile bedroom units build by Orphan Grain Train.
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	Orphan Grain Train has also provided large amounts of tools and storage containers.
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	Biloxi's dining tent is air-conditioned and located next to the bedroom units.
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	The next few slides are a small sampling of volunteer groups that came to one camp in one month (flip through quickly); we've had over 30,000 volunteers from all 50 states.
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	So, what do our volunteers typically do?
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	First, homes must be gutted down to the studs and mold remediation completed.
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	Then comes drywalling, mudding, taping, texture-spraying and painting.
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	In addition to rebuilding homes, volunteers also have opportunities to help with over 20 other partner organizations and sites.
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	Lawn mowing of parks and lots.
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	Multiple community-outreach events have taken place, including Taking Jesus to the Streets in 2008 and the four-week-long Gloria Dei Lutheran Church Vacation Bible School in 2009.
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	Much work has been done at City Park in New Orleans, the second-largest city park in the country besides Central Park in New York City. Before the storm, the park had over 40 employees. After Katrina, that number dropped to 8.
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	Volunteers take nursing home residents on a trip to the store. More information on non-construction activities can be found at www.raiministries.org under "Get Involved>>Volunteer"
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	A wide range of folks were affected by Katrina.

	Slide 117
	Howard and Helen Irving finally were able to return to their home after it was restored in January 2009. (next few slides) 
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	When homes are completed, volunteers and family gather for house blessings.
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	Welcome home Howard and Helen!
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	Welcome Home Packs are often provided, containing various kitchen items--most of those from before the storm were lost.
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	Much work has already been accomplished, but much also remains. A July 2009 article in the New Orleans Times-Picayune Newspaper stated that the recovery may only be half-over after four years, and the pace has slowed as national attention turns elsewhere.
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	Many families have returned--in some areas more than 100% return rate, but in others it's closer to 50%.
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	Thousands of homes remain unoccupied, many awaiting rebuilding.
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	Governmental response continues to proceed slowly, one of the reasons the recovery is taking so long.
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	In both New Orleans and Biloxi, it's a Tale of Two Cities--except for each area the best of times and worst of times might be only a driveway apart.
